Both settings are equipped with an extensive range of Montessori activities and follow the ethos sensitively with a flexible and modern approach. The children play co-operatively within a sensible balance of adult led and self-chosen exercises. They learn to select and return activities to the shelves ready for the next child to play with, gaining motivation and independence. £9 per session plus 15 hours FEEE (free entitlement)
From the term following a child’s third birthday s/he is entitled to 15 hours universal free entitlement. 
This is offered over five / 3 hour sessions or, if preferred 5 hours may be used on a Monday, Tuesday & Wednesday. Please contact me if you wish to access funded hours only.
There is a daily charge of £9.00 for extra time. The nursery fulfils its requirement by providing a minimum of at least one fully funded place.
There is no cost for parents with disadvantage code. 

Fees can be paid through Tax-free childcare platform to support families. The nursery is open during school terms (38 weeks) and closes for normal school holidays plus some inset days.
Children’s uniform is available in 2/3 and 3/4 years old sizes. Please grab a price leaflet from notice board.
